Removal of dead conifer hedge and insertion of replacement timber fence and hedge

Cllrs would not normally recommend approval for the erection of a close-boarded fence onto the footway.  However, in this instance, a number of Cllrs recommended approval because a hedge is to be planted in front of the fence, the footway is sufficiently wide and the application would result in an improvement to the existing conifer hedge. A number of Cllrs raised concerns regarding the visual impact of the fence and the restricted sight lines and their potential impact on pedestrian safety.

Removal of 2 no. existing prefabricated dwellings and two residential mobile homes and replacement with 2 chalet bungalows with landscape enhancements

The proposed amendments have not addressed the Council’s previous concerns. Cllrs recommend refusal on these proposals being contrary to Policy ENV.28 and Point 3 of ENV.32, due to them being overlarge in scale and mass in the open countryside.  Should the officer be minded to approve Cllrs would wish this to be heard at Planning Committee.
