MARDEN PARISH COUNCIL (MPC)
BYELAWS

MPC’s current byelaws are dated 10th February 1070 and only cover the area of open space owned by MPC known as Marden Playing Field (Chantry Playing Field on the byelaws).

MPC is looking to review these to also cover Southons Field and Napoleon Drive Play Area and have followed the guidance set out in Government’s guidance notes which can be found at Pleasure grounds, public walks and open spaces: model byelaw set 2 - GOV.UK.
