The form has to be countersigned by one of the Trustees of the Charity.  You can find a list of trustees at www.marden-pc@gov.uk 

Step 2 – The Trustees will agree if the application is valid and will communicate their decision to applicants in writing. The Trustees decision is final.

Step 3 – If successful you will be asked to complete an acknowledgement form and return to the trustees; on receipt the funds will be transferred directly to your bank account. 

Step 4 – You will be required to carry out your project and update the Trustees about your progress 6 months after receiving the grant.

Step 5 – If there is any underspent funding, we require this to be returned. This is so that we can assist fund other great community projects, just like yours.
